SAVE CHESHIRE
Developers, both local and national, are requesting a zoning change to allow retail and residential for  the entire 400 acre Interchange Zone, not just the 100 acres where W/S wants to build a 500,000 sq ft shopping mall and up to 160 rental housing  units. They are also requesting building sizes of over 50,000 sq ft and heights of over 65 ft, 6 stories. This zone change for the total 400 acre zone could result in more than 640 or even more residential units and 2,000,000 or more  sq ft of retail, including big box stores. Even worse is the possibility that ANY CHANGE to this zone will put all of Cheshire’s zoning into question. 
Route 10 could easily become Cheshire’s Queen Street. If you think this could not happen, you’re wrong. The ball is rolling and only a significant outcry by Cheshire residents has a chance of stopping it. At the present time, the developer’s proposal has passed the Town Council,  the  Economic Commission is for it, the Town Manager is for it, and the Chamber of Commerce is for it.  If the Planning and Zoning Commission passes any zone change,  Cheshire will be  forever changed. Please make the time to help keep this a town for families. 
Considering all the infrastructure costs for  additional classrooms, teachers, road improvements, sewage plant expansion, additional police, another fire house and equipment, the real possibility of a paid fire department and other costs, it could easily result in MORE TAXES instead of less.  And, it certainly will not increase property values for most.
